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Note: Max lifting capacity is 3,200 Ilbs.

All load ratings are based on crane capacity, not the vehicle stability. When
lifting a heavy load, the weight can create enough tipping moment to
overturn the vehicle. DO NOT USE the overload shutdown device to

determine maximum rated loads, if the crane is equipped with this type of
device.

_ Always comply with load chart capacities.
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
